Visa application must be made as soon as students receive their letter of acceptance from the University of

Orléans. Detailed information on the process can be found here.

Students coming from countries belonging to the Etudes en France procedure must contact the related Campus
France office to obtain a French student visa. See the list of countries here.

Students must validate their visa online within 3 months after their arrival to get a residence permit, and pay an

additional 50€ tax stamp. Detailed information on the process can be found here.

Students can either ask for a room in an on-campus residence (CROUS) or in a French host family through their

online application form. Please be mindful of the fact that the number of rooms is limited.

Cost estimation:

Room in a residence: 1 088€ (Fall semester) / 1 630€ (Spring semester)

Room in a host family (including breakfasts and dinners in the workweek, and all meals during the weekend):

2 000€ to 2 600€ (Fall semester) / 3 000€ to 3 900€ (Spring semester)

Public liability insurance and Housing insurance are mandatory. The cheapest cost around 30€ a year. They must

be taken out before or upon arrival.

Public Health insurance is free for every international student. Online registration can be made upon arrival.

Additional health insurance can be taken out to fully cover health expenses.
